
Basic Crocheted Adult Hat  

Materials: 

3.5 oz. Worsted Weight (3) yarn – Cascade 220 or Vanna work well 

Size K (6.5mm) hook & Size H (5.0mm) hook 

Tapestry Needle 

Gauge: 4 sts = 1 inch 

Instructions: 

Chain 45. 

Row 1: Slip stitch in 2nd ch from hook and in each ch st across the row. (44 sl sts.) 

Row 2: Ch 1, turn. Sl st in each st. (44 sl sts.) 

Row 3: Ch 1, turn. Sl st in each st. (44 sl sts.) 

Row 4: Ch 1, turn. Single crochet in each st. (44 sc sts.) 

Rows 5: Work sl sts into front loops of sc sts in previous row. 

Continue working these 5 rows until you have approximately 100 rows total or length desired.  

End off and weave in yarn ends.  

Finishing: 

Fold into a tube and seam ends together.  

Gather top with basting stitches worked close to inside edge.  

Gather up tightly, then take a few extra stitches to secure and work ends in. 
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
